The
International Master degree program in Public Policy and Governance had been a landmark in the history
of North South University in Bangladesh. The program has been able to attract a formal recognition as an
attractive centre of higher learning of the incumbent young civil servants of the Government of
Bangladesh and other South Asian Countries (Sri Lanka, Bhutan and Nepal). Till 2022, the MPPG program
has produced more than 170 graduates from Bangladesh, Bhutan, Nepal, Sri Lanka and Malaysia.
